METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Household Budget Survey is a statistical survey carried out in
order to obtain data on households consumption expenditure,
consumption from own production, other important indicators of
standard of living, as well as data on basic demographic, economic
and social characteristics of households.

Expenditure structure is classified in accordance with the
international COICOP classification into 12 main groups: (1) Food and
non-alcoholic beverages, (2) Alcoholic beverages and tobacco, (3)
Clothing and footwear, (4) Housing, electricity, gas, water and other
energy sources, (5) Furnishing, household equipment and routine
maintenance of the awelling, (6) Health, (7) Transport (8)
Communication, (9) Recreation and culture, (10) Education, (11)
Hotels and restaurants, (12) Miscellaneous good's and services.

Household Budget Survey is carried out in accordance with
the EU methodological recommendations and international standards,
providing international data comparison.

From total number of households planned for interviewing in
2011 (3 091 households), 2 437 households were interviewed.

Data were collected continuously for 12 months (calendar
year) through three questionnaires: Diary of Purchases, Self-
Consumption Booklet and Final Interview. Household members filled
the Diary of Purchases and Self-Consumption Booklet, while the Final
Interview was filled by interviewer.

Basic definitions

Household is any family or other group of people living together and
spending their income jointly for the satisfaction of basic living needs,
regardless if their members living in the household permanently or
being in other area or foreign country temporarily, because of the
work, education or other reasons.

Household consumption expenditure includes expenditures for
goods and services purchased or consumed by households to satisfy
their own needs. It includes actual purchase of goods and services,
consumption from own consumption and imputed rent.

Actual purchase of goods and services includes money
expenditures, spent for purchase of goods and services to satisfy
household needs.

Consumption from own consumption is consumption of food and
non-food goods from the household’s own farm.

Imputed rent represents the amount of estimated costs for the
awelling, added to expenditure for housing, for owners of dwellings
and for all others who use someone else’s dwelling free of charge,
aimed at equal criteria for living standard measurement,

Relative poverty is defined as consumption expenditure level that is
lower than 60% of the median expenditure.
Relative poverty line by adjusted household member is calculated in
accordance with the European methodology (so-called "modified OECD
equivalence scale”, 1.0, 0.5, 0.3) and it depends on consumption
expenditure distribution among population.

Poverty incidence is percentage of households with equivalent
expenditure for consumption below the relative poverty line.

Poverty gap: measures to which extent (in %) the average
consumption expenditure of poor households is below the poverty
threshold.

Ratio $80/520: compares the total equivalent expenditure of the top
quintile to that spent by the lowest quintile (20% of the lowest
equivalent distribution).
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
