The Survey was conducted in accordance with international
standards and methodological recommendations of the EU Statistical
Office (EUROSTAT), providing international data comparison.

Survey results are presented in the aggregated form, which,
pursuant to the provisions of the Law on Statistics of Republika Srpska
(“Official Gazette of Republika Srpska”, No. 856/03), fully provides for the
confidentiality of individual data on households and persons.

The bulletin is composed of two segments. The first segment
provides methodological explanations, whereas the second segment
contains tables with accompanying graphs in seven chapters. In the first
chapter, data related to basic population and household characteristics
are presented. The second chapter presents data on households’
participation on labour market. Housing conditions are presented in the
third chapter. The fourth chapter contains data on households’
consumption expenditures. In the fifth chapter data on relative poverty in
Republika Srpska are presented, and the sixth chapter presents data on
social inclusion, children issues and material deprivation. The seventh
chapter contains a comparison between 2004, 2007, 2011 and 2015
data.

Relative poverty presented in this bulletin is based on relative
poverty line for Republika Srpska.

We would like to express our thanks to the families that
participated in the Survey, as well as the interviewers, supervisors and
operators who contributed to the successful realisation of this research
with their diligence.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Introduction

Household Budget Survey is a statistical survey carried out in
order to collect data on consumption expenditure, consumption of own
production, income, and data on other important indicators of living
standard (living conditions, availability of consumer durable goods in
households, heating conditions, travel and/or annual vacations) from
surveyed housholds, as well as data on basic demographic, economic and
social characteristics of the households.

Composition of consumption expenditure items is monitored
pursuant to the international COICOP classification which classifies these
into 12 main groups: (1) Food and non-alcoholic beverages, (2) Alcoholic
beverages and tobacco, (3) Clothing and footwear, (4) Housing, electricity,
gas, water and other energy commodities, (5) Furnishing and household
equipment and services, (6) Health, (7) Transport, (8) Communication, (9)
Recreation and culture, (10) Education, (11) Restaurants and hotels, (12)
Miscellaneous goods and services.

Sample

Households Budget Survey was carried out on the basis of a two-
stage stratified sample, with enumeration areas as primary and with
households as secondary units of choice. Out of the total number of
households planned for interviewing in Republika Srpska in 2015 (3,413
households), 2,607 households were interviewed.

The selected sample was divided into 12 monthly sub-samples of
equal size, whereby monthly sub-samples were defined so as to ensure
quarterly credibility of estimates, ie. unbiased and valid quarterly
estimates.

Observation unit

An observation unit (or survey unit) is any household included in
the sample. The survey did not cover collective households (geriatric and
similar centers, hospitals, convents, monasteries, student dormitories,
boarding schools, prisons, etc.), where people live permanently or for one
or several years without interruption.

Survey method

The method of completing the diaries and interview method based
on questionnaires were used for the survey.

Data were being collected continuously for 12 months (calendar year)
through the following three questionnaires:

1. Diary of Purchases (APD/1), used by households on the daily basis
over a 14 day period to record the quantities and values of purchased
products, such as food, beverages and tobacco, as well as other
products and services which the household uses on a regular basis
(transport costs, personal hygiene, books, newspapers and various
printed material, etc.).

2. Diary of Consumption of Own Production (APD/1A), in which
households, on the daily basis over a 14 day period, record
consumed/spent quantities and estimated values of articles it itself (at
retail prices — local market).

3. Final Interview (APD/2), which is used to collect data on household
members, household expenditures for housing, procurement of
consumer durable goods and non-food products (furniture, services,
clothing and footwear, health, transport and communication, leisure and
recreation, culture, education, etc.), as well as data on household income
and investments.

Reference period

Reference period is a period for which the information is collected.
The survey used various reference periods, depending on the type of
information to be seeked and the nature of each topic to be analysed.

For data to be recorded in the Diary of Purchases and in the Diary
of Consumption of Own Production, the reference period is 14 days. For
data collected through the Final Interview, reference periods are different,
depending on expenditure purpose, and these may be one, three or twelve
months prior to the interview.

Typology of settlements

According to the current statistical typology, settlements in
Bosnia and Herzegovina are classified into two types: urban and other.
Settlements typified as “other” include both rural and semi-urban areas.

Definitions

Household is any family or other community of people who live together
and jointly spend their income for the satisfaction of basic living needs,
regardless of all members permanently living in the place where household
resides or some of them temporarily being in another settlement or foreign
country due to work, education or other reasons.

Household can represent:

a) A group of people, regardless of their family relationships, who live
together, share meals and jointly spend achieved income (multi-person
household), and

b) One person who lives alone in a dwelling, spending income and feeding
on his/her own (one-person household).

Household head: a person of 18 years of age or older, who is identified
as such for the purpose of the survey, regardless of the reason (owner of
the dwelling or a person identified by other household members as such).
If household members do not identify such a person by themselves, it will
normally be the person contributing the most to the total household
income.

Masculinity coefficient: number of men in a given population, per 100
women.

Employed persons are persons of 15 years of age or older who worked
for at least one hour for a salary or fee, or who did not work but had a job
to return to, irrespective of the contract or engagement type.

Employed persons include: employees who are employed by an employer;
self-employed persons who manage a business entity and employ one or
more employees, and persons who work for their own account and do not
have employees; as well as unpaid family workers (household members
working in the family business).

Unemployed persons and persons seeking their first job are persons of
15 years of age or older who lost a job, who are looking for a new job and are
able to accept a job offered, and persons seeking job for the first time.

Households with full employment are households where all members
in the labour force are employed.

Highest or equal percentage of employment is percentage of
households in which 50% or more members in the labour force are
employed.

Households with full unemployment are households with at least one
household member in the labour force, but without employed members.

Highest percentage of unemployment is percentage of households in
which more than a half of members in the labour force are unemployed, or
are seeking job.

Fully retired are those households in which all members are retired and
no members are in the labour force.

Highest or equal percentage of retirement is percentage of households
in which no members are in the labour force, and a half or more members
are retired.

Highest percentage with other status is percentage of households in
which no members are in the labour force, and more than a half of
members are with modality student, housewife, disabled, or other.

Households fully with other status are households in which all members
are with other status (student, housewife, disabled, or other), and no
members are in the labour force.

Labour force (economically active persons): employed and unemployed
persons and persons seeking their first job.

Activity rate of household heads: ratio of the number of active
household heads in the total population of household heads.

Employment rate of household heads: ratio of the number of employed
household heads in the total population of household heads.

Unemployment rate of household heads: ratio of the number of
unemployed household heads in the population of household heads in the
labour force.

Housing conditions of a household are determined by dwelling
characteristics, availability of goods and services, and expenditures
incurred for rent or bills.

Household consumption expenditure includes expenditures for goods
and services purchased or consumed by households to satisfy their own
needs (real purchase of goods and services). Also included are goods
coming from households’ gardens or farms, directly consumed by the
household for its own needs (consumption from own production), goods
and services provided by the employer as a salary, and imputed rent for
dwellings which represents the amount of estimated rent added to housing
expenditure to dwelling owners and all other persons using someone’s
dwelling free of charge.

Average monthly expenditure represents the ratio between the total
amount spent by households for specific goods or services or for groups
of these (sum of expenditures of each household) and the total number of
households.

POVERTY IN REPUBLIKA SRPSKA

Poverty assessment, based on relative poverty line, is provided
by the extended Household Budget Survey 2015 data. It is possible to
evaluate the poverty level in Republika Srpska, composition of the poor
and vulnerability of certain population categories on the basis of the data
collected.

Relative poverty line

Relative poverty line allows for comparison of the standard of one
population category with another category in the same society, depending
on their consumption expenditures on the observed territory. However, this
kind of line is not suitable for change tracking over a period of time.

For the relative poverty analysis the European Union methodology, which
applies the so-called "modified OECD equivalence scale”, was used.

Relative poverty line is set at 60% of the median monthly
equivalent consumption expenditure. Equivalent household consumption
expenditures are calculated by dividing monthly household consumption
expenditures by equivalent household size, based on the equivalence
scale which gives a weight of 1.0 to the head of the household, 0.5 to other
members aged 14 and over, and 0.3 to each child below 14.

Relative poverty line in Republika Srpska for 2015 is calculated on the
basis of 60% of the median monthly consumption expenditure, and it
amounted to 362.34 KM per month per adjusted household member.
Households that have monthly consumption expenditures below this line
are considered poor.

Definitely poor are those households with consumption expenditure
below 50% of the median adjusted expenditure.

Scarcely poor households are those with consumption expenditure
between 50% and 60% of the median adjusted expenditure.

Households at risk of poverty are those with consumption expenditure
between 60% and 70% of the median adjusted expenditure.

Definitely not poor are those households with higher expenditure.

INEQUALITY IN REPUBLIKA SRPSKA

Poverty and inequality in the distribution of consumption expenditure are
often related, and it is therefore important to look at both of these issues
in order to obtain a thorough picture of social and living conditions in
Republika Srpska.

Decile ratio 90/10 represents the ration between the average
consumption expenditure (PCE — per capita expenditure) of individuals
from the ninth decile and the average consumption of individuals from the
first decile.

Ratio 90/10 is the product of the 90/50 ratio (“rich to middle”, or ratio between
the average consumption expenditure of individuals from the ninth decile and
the average consumption expenditure of individuals from the fifth decile) and
50/10 ratio (“middle to poor’, or ratio between the average consumption
expenditure of individuals from the fifth decile and the average consumption
expenditure of individuals from the first decile).

Gini coefficient (G) is a measure of statistical dispersion and it is defined
as ratio with values in the range from 0 (perfect equality, all individuals
have the same consumption expenditures) to 1 (perfect inequality, where
only one person has consumption expenditure equal to consumption
expenditure of entire population, while consumption expenditure of all
other individuals is equal to 0).

SOCIAL INCLUSION AND MATERIAL DEPRIVATION

Social exclusion is defined as a process which pushes certain individuals
to the ,fringe of society’, preventing them from full participation in the
society due to poverty or lack of basic knowledge and life-long learning
opportunities, or as a result of discrimination.

Social inclusion is defined as a process which enables those at risk of
poverty and social exclusion to gain the ability and resources necessary
for full participation in the economic, social and cultural life and to achieve
the living standard and well-being considered normal in the society they
live in.

The concept of deprivation is generally used to refer to unsatisfied and
unmet human needs.

Material deprivation is measured by establishing the absence of certain
consumer durable goods in the household, as well as by establishing the
inability to meet the needs considered typical in the society the household
belongs to.

The 2004 consumption expenditure excluded informal payments for education and health and the consumption expenditure for membership for bank cards, bank commissions for account handling, rental of
safe deposit boxes and expenditure for other banking costs that are included in the 2007, 2011 and 2015 consumption expenditure.

The 2004 values for education and furnishing, household equipment and routine maintenance of the dwelling are not shown in the table in order to avoid direct comparison between values that cannot be
compared because of the methodological differences. Consumption expenditures for several items in both categories were collected with different reference periods (time period of expenditure observation),
therefore the values are not directly comparable, neither in terms of average expenditure nor household frequencies.
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
