Methodological explanations

Sources and methods of data collection

The data on personal consumption were obtained on the basis of the
Household Budget Survey in 2004 and 2007.

The Survey was conducted in accordance with international
standards and methodological recommendations of EU Statistical Office
(EUROSTAT), providing international data comparison.

The Household Budget Survey is a statistical survey carried out in
order to obtain data on households consumption expenditure, self-
consumption, income, and other important indicators of standard of living
(living conditions, availability of durable goods in households, heating
conditions, travel and/or annual vacations), as well as data on basic
demographic, economic and social characteristics of the households.

Consumption expenditure items were classified according to the
international COICOP classification in 12 categories: (1) Food and non-
alcoholic beverages, (2) Alcoholic beverages and tobacco, (3) Clothing and
footwear, (4) Housing and utilities, (5) Fumishing and household equipments,
(6) Health, (7) Transport, (8) Communication, (9) Recreation and culture, (10)
Education, (11) Hotels and restaurants, (12) Miscellaneous goods and
services.

Data are collected continuously for 12 months (calendar year)
through the following three questionnaires: Diary of Purchases, Self-
Consumption Booklet and Final Interview. Household members filled in the
Diary of Purchases and Self-Consumption Booklet, while the Final Interview
was filled in by interviewer by the interview method.

Coverage and comparability of data

Sample design is based on the procedure of selection which involves
two phases, where primary units of selection cover enumeration areas, while
secondary cover households belonging to the selected enumeration areas.

The selected sample was divided into 12 monthly sub-samples of
equal size, whereby monthly sub-samples were defined so as to ensure
quarterly estimates, i.e. unbiased and valid quarterly estimates.

A unit of observation (or survey unit) is every household included in
the sample. The survey did not cover collective and institutional households
(geriatric and similar centers, hospitals, convents, monasteries, student
dormitories, boarding schools, prisons, etc.), where people permanently live,
or live one year or several years without interruption.

According to the current statistical typology, settlements in Bosnia
and Herzegovina are categorized into two types: urban and other.
Settlements typified as "other” include both rural and semi-urban areas.

Definitions

Household is considered every family or other community of people
that are living together and spending jointly their income for satisfaction of
basic living needs, regardless if their members are permanently living in the
household or are temporarily in other area, or foreign country, because of the
work, education or other reasons.

Household can represent:

a) group of people, regardless of their family relationship, that are
living together, sharing meals and spending achieved income
together (household with more members), and

b) single person who lives alone, makes expenditures and provides
food on his/her own (single household).

Household head: the person of 15 years of age or older, identified
as such for the purpose of the survey, regardless of the reason (owner of
dwelling or person identified by other household members). If household
members do not identify such a person by themselves, it will normally be the
person contributing most to the total household income.

Household consumption expenditure includes expenditures made
for goods and services purchased or self-consumed by households to satisfy
their own needs (real purchase of goods and services). Also included are the
goods coming from households gardens or farms, directly consumed by the
household itself (self-consumption expenditure), the goods and services
provided by the employers as a salary, and imputed rent which is estimated
rent added to housing expenditure for households living in the dwellings they
own or living free of charge.

Average monthly expenditure: the ratio of the total amount spent by
the households for a specific good or service, or for groups of them (the sum
of the expenditures of each household), and the total number of households.

POVERTY IN REPUBLIKA SRPSKA

Poverty assessment, based on relative and absolute poverty line,
was done on the basis of the collected data from the Household Budget
Survey in 2004 and 2007. It provides evaluation of poverty level in Republika
Srpska, composition of poor and vulnerability of some population
categories. These two concepts of poverty are methodologically different and
they are not comparable.

Data on poverty in Republika Srpska, presented in this Bulletin,
cannot be compared with data on poverty in Republika Srpska published in
publications "HBS BH 2007 - Final results” (for relative poverty), and "HBS
BH 2007 - poverty and living conditions” (for absolute poverty) because the
poverty in those publications was calculated on the basis of poverty line for
Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Relative poverty line

The relative poverty analysis refers to the application of the European
methodology, which uses so-called "modified OECD equivalence scale”.

Relative poverty line is set at 60% of the median monthly
consumption expenditure. Equivalent household consumption expenditures
are calculated by dividing monthly household consumption expenditures with
equivalent household size, by equivalence scale which gives a weight of 1.0
fo the head of the household, 0.5 to the other members aged 14 and over,
and 0.3 to each child below 14.

Definitions

Poverty incidence is percentage of households with equivalent
expenditure for consumption below the relative poverty line.

Average poverty gap: measures how much (in %) the average
consumption expenditure of poor households is below the poverty threshold.

Definitely poor are those households with consumption expenditure
below 50% of the median expenditure.

Scarcely poor households are those with consumption expenditure
between 50% and 60% of the median expenditure.

Households at risk of poverty are those with consumption
expenditure between 60% and 70% of the median expenditure.

Definitely not poor are households with higher expenditure.

Quintile ratio S80/820: compares the total equivalent expenditure of
the top quintile to that spent by the lowest quintile (20% of the lowest
equivalent distribution).

Absolute poverty line

The absolute poverty analysis refers to the application of the
methodology described in publication "HBS BH 2007 - Poverty and living
conditions” which is based on the World Bank methodology described in "WB
Bosnia and Herzegovina Poverty Assessment (2003)".

The absolute poverty line is calculated in accordance with "basic
needs cost" method and is composed of: a) food line or extreme poverty line
(costs of food consumption bundle) and b) expenditures for purchase of
elementary non-food items.

Definitions

The poverty rate is the percent of individuals in households with
consumption by member below the general poverty line.

Poverty gap represents average distance of consumption
expenditures of poor individuals from poverty line, where average value
refers to total population. Poverty gap is expressed as percentage of poverty
line.

Inequality in Republika Srpska

Poverty and inequality in the distribution of consumption expenditure
are often related, and it is therefore important to look at both issues to have a
more thorough picture of social and living conditions in Republika Srpska.

The decile ratio 90/10 shows what multiple of the average
consumption expenditure (PCE-per capita expenditure) of individuals from
the first decile is contained in average consumption expenditure of individuals
from the ninth decile.

Ratio 90/10 is the product of the 90/50 ("rich to middle" ratio, or ratio
of average consumption expenditure of individuals from the ninth decile or
average consumption expenditure of individuals from the fifth decile) and
50/10 ratio ("middle to poor”, or ratio of average consumption expenditure of
individuals from the fifth decile over average consumption expenditure of
individuals from the first decile).

The Gini coefficient is a measure of statistical dispersion and is
defined as ratio with values in range from 0 (perfect equality, all individuals
have the same consumption expenditures) to 1 (perfect inequality, where only
one person has consumption expenditure equal to consumption expenditure
of whole population, while consumption expenditure of the rest of individuals
is equal to 0).
