1. INDUSTRY AND MINING

Data presented in this Bulletin were obtained through the
Monthly Report of Industry (IND-1). The report IND-1 is presented
by sample enterprises whose principal activity according to the
Classification of activities is classified into the following sections:
Mining and quarrying, Manufacturing and Electricity, gas and
water supply. Industrial units of non-industrial enterprises are also
covered by the sample.

Industrial production covers total production in natural
form. That is, in fact, total produced quantity of each product or
group of products, irrespective of whether that product is
manufactured further in total or partially in an enterprise or has
been provided as the commodity out of the enterprise. Unfinished
production Is not included in the volume of finished products, until
it reaches a certain phase in the process of production, determined
by the Nomenclature as a special product with certain code and
name.

Index of the scope of industrial production presents the
results of overall industrial activity. At the same time, account of
index of the scope of industrial production represents
generalization and aggregation of a large number of data on
special products. Index of the scope of industrial production
represents summary results of activities of all divisions and whole
industry.

Methodology used for calculating the indices of the scope
of industrial production is based on the recommendations of
EUROSTAT which refer to short-term statistics.

Indices of the scope of industrial production are calculated
using the Laspeyres’s formula. Since January 2009, indices are
calculated according to base prices, as well as weights based on the
value added, gathered from the Annual Report of Industry from
2005.

The monthly indices present the real achieved production
in certain month from which seasonal and monthly variations,
caused by different number of working days, are not eliminated.

Industrial production realized in the period of January —
December 2009 compared to the same period the previous year was
19% higher. Industrial production covers 27 industrial divisions and
an increase was recorded in 10 industrial divisions. An increase of
industrial production was strongly influenced by increase in
proaduction in Mfr. of coke and refined petroleum products (division
23), Electricity, gas and hot water supply (division 40), Mining of coal
and lignite, extraction of peat (division 10) and Mfr. of other
transport equipment (division 35).

Considering the economic purpose of industrial products, in
the period January - December 2009, compared to the same period
of the previous year, production of capital goods was 147.5%
higher, production of energy was 38.7% higher and production of
non-durable consumer goods 10.8% higher while production of
Intermediate goods (except energy) was 25.4% lower and
production of durable consumer goods 31.8% lower.

Industrial production realized in December 2009 compared
to the average monthly production in 2008 was 32.7% higher,
compared to the same month in 2008 was 21% higher and
compared to November 2009 was 2.4% higher.

Data published in this review are obtained on the basis of the
Monthly report on construction (GRADJ-21). GRADJ-21 is submitted by
legal entities whose predominant activity, according to the Classification
of activities, is in the sector F—Construction, as well as by construction
units which are in composition of non-construction legal entities.

Monthly report on construction covers legal entities whose
annual value of performed work is higher than or equal to 500 000 KM.

Indices of performed work value are based on current
prices and present accounted value of performed work, not the
value of work for which payments were collected.

Index of number of workers on construction work is formed
on the base of the state on the last day of the reporting month,
regardless whether workers are on sick leave, waiting list, yearly
vacation, etc. It does not include workers engaged in administrative
and engineer - technical work.

Index of performed effective hours is based on performed
hours in regular and overtime work (no administrative and engineer
— technical hours), regardless of whether they are paid by hour,
norm or chord.

5. TRANSPORT, STORAGE AND COMMUNICATIONS

Railway transport

Data on transported passengers and goods, as well as data
on realized passenger and ton kilometers, are produced based on
the monthly report "Zeljeznice Republike Srpske”, JSC

The term transport means transporting passengers and
goods from place of loading/embarkment to place of unloading/
disembarkment.

The passenger kilometer represents the transportation of
one passenger over a distance of one kilometer.

The ton kilometer represents the transportation of one ton
of goods over a distance of one kilometer.

Road transport

Road transport data refer to enterprises engaged in road
transport activity, transport of passengers and goods in domestic
and international transport.

The term does not include the transport of passengers and
goods that enterprises perform for their own needs, by their
transport means

Municipal transport

The municipal transport refers to the transport of
passengers that has been performed by enterprises registered in
that area.

Post and Telecommunications

The communications data cover the post and
telecommunication services on the territory of Republika Srpska,
and they are produced based on the monthly reports of
"Telekomunikacije Republike Srpske”, JSC and 'Preduzede za
postanski saobracaj Republike Srpske”, JSC.

Letter and parcel mail in inland and international traffic
relate to the mail sent and received without transit, including
newspapers and magazines addressed to subscribers.

Payment system covers credit and debit entry on the gyro
accounts, saving books, and other, done by post order forms.

Telegrams cover deliveries in inland and international
traffic, including transit.

The inter-city domestic calls cover only sent calls, and the
international service sent, received and transit calls.

Post and telecommunication services are expressed by
number and impulses. An impulse is presented as a technical unit of
Telephone/Telegraph services in automatic and semi-automatic
traffic.

In the railway transport, in the period January — December
2009, compared to the same period last year, transported goods are
lower for 19.2%, and done kilometer-tons are lower for 10.6%. At
the same time, transported passengers are lower for 38.5%, and
done passenger-kilometers are lower for 30.2%.

In the road transport of goods, in the period January —
December 2009, compared to the same period last year, transported
goods decreased for 21.9% with decreased driven kilometers for
17.6%, and done kilometer-tons for 19.0%.

Driven kilometers of vehicles in passenger transport are
lower for 0.8%, number of transported passengers are lower for
18.5% and performed passenger kilometers are lower for 22.6%.

In municipal transport, number of transported passengers
Increased for 6.1% and driven kilometers decreased for 2.3%.

During the period January - December 2009, a volume of
post and telecommunication services, in comparison with the same
period in 2008, was 18.4% higher for letters, and 33.9% lower for
parcels.

6. DOMESTIC TRADE

Data published in this review are obtained on the basis of
the Quarterly report on turnover in wholesale and retail trade
(TRG-15), and all enterprises engaged in wholesale and retail
trade of goods are covered by it.

Wholesale turnover of goods refers to sale of goods to
retail trade and large consumers - production and other
enterprises and institutions buying goods for processing,
finalization or for their own consumption. Wholesale turnover of
goods includes sale from consignment storages and transit sale
turnover (if it is entered in account books of the seller).

Retail trade turnover of goods refers to sale of goods to
final consumers, primarily to population for personal consumption
and household use, and to private entrepreneurs for performing
their activity (agriculture, arts and crafts, etc.). Retail trade
Includes selling consignment goods to population, whether it is
done in storages or in shops.

8. HOTELS AND RESTAURANTS, TOURISM

Data on tourist arrivals and tourist nights were obtained
through the Monthly report on tourists and nights (TU-11), provided
by hotel and restaurant enterprises and other organizations that
provide services of guests' accommodation.

The guest's books, kept by the hotel and restaurant
enterprises and other organizations providing accommodation to
tourists, are the main source for the report TU-11. This report
covers the number of tourist arrivals and nights, but not number of
tourists.

A tourist is any person traveling to a place other than that of
his/her usual place of residence and spending at least one night in a
hotel, restaurant or some other accommodation establishment, and
whose main purpose of visit may be one of the following: holiday,
business (congresses, fairs and expositions, missions of international
organizations etc.), health, participation in sports etc.

A guest's country is determined according to nationality from
passport or some other travel document.

Data on turnover in hotels and restaurants were obtained
through the Quarterly report of hotels and restaurants (UG-11),
provided by hotels and restaurants and other enterprises performing
hotel and restaurant activity.

Turnover in hotels and restaurants represents calculated
value of accounting of performed hotel and restaurant services
(accommodation, food, drinks) and other services, usually
performed in hotels and restaurants. VAT is included in the value of
the performed services.

These data do not include private hotel and restaurant shops.

9. PRICES
METHODOLOGY
Defintion of Consumer Price Index

Consumer Price Index represents a measure of average
price changes of products (goods and services) which consumers
buy for their personal needs.

Harmonius Consumer Price Index is a unique index of
consumer prices, and it is calculated using temporarily lowered
prices, in accordance with the EU regulation No. 2602/2000.

Purpose

Consumer Price Index is used as a measure of inflation,
as an indicator of values of contracts with index clauses, and it
also serves as a deflator of final consumer purchasing power. It is
used in inflation comparison between regions, as well.

Sample

In Republika Srpska, Consumer Price Index calculation of
CPI is based on the respresentative list of products, which in year 2009
consisted of 627 products. Each month 11 000 prices are collected in
accordance with defined sample of retail stores and cities.

- Geographic Sample: prices are collected on six
locations (cities): Banja Luka, Bijjeljiina, Doboj, Istocho Sarajevo,
Prijedor and Trebinje.

- Product Sample: Sample consists of the most
important products and services which residents buy for their
final spending needs. Sample of goods and services is regularly
revised as there is need to have the representative list of
products, and it is in accordance with the cosumers' choice and
their shopping habits.

Price Collection

All prices are collected in accordance with already defined
stores and specifications of products/services. Based on this
Iinformation price collectors pick a specific proauct for which they will
collect price at the specific place, in accordance with the most sold
product criterion. In order to ensure that the price collectors each
month collect prices of the same products, and to allow for seeing
which products price collectors collect; it is essential that price
collectors write down needed characteristics of a product and
information on eventual substitutions, if there are any. This way of
price collection enables tracking price changes between two periods.

For the Consumer Price Index, price collection is handled
on following days in a month:

- for agricultural products found at public markets, prices are
collected twice a month in the first and third week of each month;
- for all other products, in accordance with important EU regulations,
prices are collected once a month (between 1st and 21st of each
month), and the same defined schedule and process of collecting these

prices are strongly ensured and repeated.

Weights

Weijghts which are used for calculating the Consumer Price
Index represent structure of average consumer spending, in other
words they are representation of chosen products and services in total
purchasing process.

The main source of data for calculating the weights for
Consumer Price Index is the Household Budget Survey. For
calculating the Consumer Price Index since January 2008 the
weights used have been the ones based on the Household
Budget Survey from year 2004. Each year weights are adjusted
in accordance with price fluctuations of the previous year.

Classification

For calculating the Consumer Price Index it is also
necessary to wuse classification of individual consumption
(Classification of Individual Consumption by Purpose - COICOP),
which divides products and services into twelve basic divisions for
which indices are calculcated.

Aggregation

For getting the Consumer Price Index first and foremost
it Is necessary to calculate the elementary indices (product indices)
and indices of representative position in a geographic sample (at
the level of towns) as a geometric mean. Aggregate indexes are
then calculcated using the Laspeyres formula for weighted
arithmetic area, beginning with the lowest index of representative
position, to the level of total index for Republika Srpska. Basis of
reference for calculating the index is year 2005.

Other definitions

Product: any kind of product or service for personal
need which can be bought; group name for products and services.

Representative item. product on the lowest level of
aggregation for which the weight can be assessed.

Change of rate: rate of change of prices in a specific
period of time.

10. LABOUR STATISTICS

Data are obtained on the basis of the Monthly statistical
report on employees and their wages (RAD-1). Monthly averages
of gross and net wages per employee are presented, as well as
their nominal growth expressed in indices. Average net wages are
expressed in KM, and they present the quotient between total
palid net wages and number of paid employees on which the

wages are considered.

Wages of employees cover salaries for work in full time,

part time and overtime work, payments from enterprise resources
(organizations - communities) for annual leave, national holidays,
paid leave up to 6 days, paid leave for vocational training, sick-leave
paid by employer, etc., payments for previous months executed
during the reporting month, payments by periodical and annual
account, irrespective to which period they are related. Payments to
employees from payments in debt of material costs are not covered.

The average gross wage by employee in December 2009,
in Republika Srpska, was 1207 KM, and the average net wage by
employee was 788 KM.

Considering sections, the average net wage varied from
1 263 KM in the Financial intermediation to 495 KM in the Hotels
and restaurants.

The average paid net wage in October 2009, compared to
September 2009, is nominally higher for 0.4% and really lower for
0.5%. In November 2009, compared to October 2009, the average
paid net wage is nominally lower for 0.6% and really lower for
0.7%. Compared to the previous month, the average net wage paid
in December 2009, is nominally higher for 0.5% and really higher
for 0.4% respectively.

In relation to the average net wage paid in 2008, the
average net wage paid in October 2009 was nominally higher for
4.5% and really higher for 4.1% respectively. The average net
wage paid in November 2009, compared to the average net wage
pald in 2008, was nominally higher for 3.9% and really higher for
3.4%. The average net wage paid in December 2009, compared to
the average net wage paid in 2008, was nominally higher for 4.4 %
and really higher for 3.8%.

In the wage data analyzing, it should be taken in
consideration that the average net wage represent a ratio between
total paid net wage and number of employees paid. A delay in
receiving wages makes difficulties in statistical observation of wage
movements, considering a different number of payments in
particular month, as well as payments for different time periods.

The real index of average net wage is a ratio between
nominal index of average net wage and consumers price index.

12. POPULATION

Data on vital events (births, deaths and marriages) were
obtained through the Monthly report of the registration officers, and
on divorces from municipal courts in charge.

The Monthly statistics report on vital events covers data on
births, deaths, marriages and divorces.

A live-born child is every child who breathes and exhibits
other signs of life at birth, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of
the umbilical cord, or definite movements of voluntary muscles. If a
child dies soon after birth, then it is registered first as a live born, and
then as a dead.

A dead person is considered to be any live born person
whose vital functions, beginning with birth, have stopped without a
possibility of recovery. Stillbirths are not included here.

Vital index is a ratio between live births and stillbirths.

A marriage is an established relation between a man and a
woman, constituted as a legal marriage, i.e. the marriage entered into
the register of marriages.

The data on vital events are the first results, which were
based on the Monthly report of registers and local offices. Monthly
data are refered to the month in which the vital events are entered in
the register, and not to the month of occurence. Therefore, in the first
results, the total numbers of events include some of those which have
not occurred in the reference month.
