1. INDUSTRY AND MINING

Data presented by this Review were provided by the
Monthly Report of Industry (IND-1). The report IND-1 is presented
by sample enterprises whose principal activity according to the
Classification of activities is classified into the following sections:
Mining and quarrying, Manufacturing and Electricity, gas and water
supply. Industrial units of non-industrial enterprises are also covered
by the sample.

Indices of the scope of industrial production are calculated
using the Laspeyres’s formula. Since January 2009, indices are
calculated according to base prices, as well as weights based on the
value added, gathered from the Annual Report of Industry from
2005.

Monthly indices present the real achieved production in a
certain month where seasonal and monthly variations, caused by
different number of working days, were not eliminated.

Industrial production realized in September 2009 compared
to the same month 2008 was 21.5% higher, compared to the
average monthly production in 2008 was 19.4% higher and
compared to the previous month 2009 was 6.9% higher.

Industrial production realized in the period of January —
September 2009 compared to the same period last year was 17.3%
higher.

Considering the economic purpose of industrial products in
the perfod January — September 2009, compared to the same period
of the previous year, production of capital goods was 100.7%
higher, energy 43.8% higher and non - durable consumer goods
11.9% higher, while production of intermediate goods was 29%
lower and durable consumer goods 34.5% lower.

GRADJ-21 is submitted into
the sample by the chosen legal subjects whose predominant activity,
according to the Classification of activities, is in the sector F-
Construction. Sample covers construction units which are in composition
of non-construction legal subjects.

Indices of performed work values are based on current prices
and present accounted value of performed work, not the value of work
for which payments were collected.

Index of number of workers on construction work is formed on
the base of the state on the last day of the reporting month, regardless
whether workers are on sick leave, waiting list, yearly vacation, etc. It
does not include workers engaged in administrative and engineer -
technical work.

Index of performed effective hours is based on performed hours
in regular and overtime work (no administrative and engineer — technical
hours), regardless of whether they are paid by hour, norm or chord.

The Monthly survey of retail trade has been carried out by
sample method. The sampling framework for choosing enterprise
was made on the basis of financial reports of enterprises and data
from regular statistical retail survey.

All large and medium-sized enterprises are covered by the
sample, and small enterprises are chosen by the random sample.

The entrepreneuers are not covered in this survey.

In this survey turnover is considered to be the value of total
retail trade turnover, in activities from division 50 and 52 including
value added tax (VAT).

Subclasses 50200 and 50404, repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles are excluded from division 50 and 52, as well as group
527 — Repair of personal and household goods.

Data on tourist arrivals and tourist nights were obtained
through the Monthly report on tourists and nights (TU-11), provided
by hotel and restaurant enterprises and other organizations that
provide services of guests' accommodation.

The guests’ books, kept by the hotel and restaurant
enterprises and other organizations providing accommodation to
tourists, are the main source for the report TU-11. This report
covers number of tourist arrivals and nights, but not number of
tourists.

A tourist is any person traveling to a place outside his/her
permanent place of residence and spending at least one night in a
hotel, restaurant or some other accommodation facility, and whose
main purpose of visit is one of the following: holiday, business
(congresses, fairs and expositions, missions of international
organizations etc.), health, participation in sports etc.

The guest's country of origin is determined by nationality
from passport or some other travel document.

9. PRICES
METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS
Defintion of Consumer Price Index

Consumer Price Index represents a measure of average
price changes of products (goods and services) which consumers
buy for their personal needs.

Consumer Price Index with temporary reduction of prices
s a unigue index of consumer prices, and it is calculated using
temporarily lowered prices, in accordance with the EU regulation
No. 2602/2000.

Purpose

Consumer Price Index Is used as a measure of inflation,
as an indicator of values of contracts with index clauses. It also
serves as a deflator of final consumer purchasing power and is
used in inflation comparison between regions.

Sample

In Republika Srpska, Consumer Price Index calculation of
CPI s based on the respresentative list of products, which in year 2009
consisted of 627 products. Each month 11 000 prices are collected in
accoraance with defined sample of retail stores and cities.

- Geographic Sample: prices are collected on six
locations (cities): Banja Luka, Bijjeljina, Doboj, Istocno Sarajevo,
Prijedor and Trebinje.

- Product Sample: Sample is comprised of the most
Important products and services which residents buy for their
final spending needs. Sample of goods and services is regularly
revised as there is need to have the representative list of
products which takes into account the cosumer’s choice and their
shopping habits.

Price Collection

All prices are collected in accordance with already defined
schedule of stores to be visited and specifications of
products/services. Based on gathered information, price collectors
choose a specific product for which they will collect the price at the
specific place, in accordance with the criteria of the most sold
product, In order to ensure that the price collectors each month
collect prices of the same products, and to allow for monitoring of
which products price collectors collect, it is essential that price
collectors write down needed characteristics of a product, as well as
Iinformation on eventual substitutions, if there are any. This method
of price collection enables tracking price changes between two
periods.

For the Consumer Price Index, price collection is
conducted on the following days in a month:

- for agricultural products which are sold at public markets, prices
are collected twice a month, in the first and third week of each
month;

- for all other products prices, in accordance with important EU
regulations are collected once a month (between 1st and 21st of each
month), while the same defined schedule and process of collecting
these prices are strongly ensured and repeated.

Weights

Weights which are used when calculating the Consumer
Price Index represent structure of average consumer spending, in
other words, they show representation of chosen products and
services In total purchasing process.

The main source of data for calculating the weights for
Consumer Price Index is the Household Budget Survey. For
calculating the Consumer Price Index since January 2008 the
weights used are the ones based on the Household Budget
Survey from year 2004. Each year weights are adjusted in
accordance with price fluctuations of the previous year.

Classification

For calculating the Consumer Price Index it Is also
necessary to use classification of individual consumption
(Classification of Individual Consumption by Purpose - COICOP),
which divides products and services into twelve basic divisions for
which indexes are calculcated.

Aggregation

For getting the Consumer Price Index first and foremost it is
necessary to calculate the elementary indices (product indices) and
indices of representative item in a geographic sample (at level of
towns) as a geometric mean. Aggregate indices are then calculated
using the Laspeyres formula for wejghted arithmetic area, beginning
with the lowest index of representative item to the level of total index
for Republika Srpska. Basis of reference for calculating the index is
year 2005.

Other definitions

Product: any kind of product or service for personal need
which can be bought; group name for products and services.

Representative item: product on the lowest level of
aggregation for which the weight can be assessed.

Change of rate: rate of change of prices in a specific
period of time.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS
Definition of Producer Price Index

Producer Price Index is a short-term statistical indicator
which shows the dynamics of industrial products price changes
among enterprises.

Producer's selling price of industrial products is a price for
which a producer sells his products to the regular customers on
domestic market at maximum volume, franco loaded into the
wagon (truck) at the producer’s location.

This price includes reimbursement in case the producer
realises it, and excludes commercial rebate and discount the seller
gives to the buyer, as well as VAT and excise.

Coverage and classification

Producer Prices of industrial products are collecting
according to the representative list of products which in 2009 consists
of 411 products. Each month 976 prices are collected.

The most important products by industrial sections are covered.

Questionnaire for producer prices is submitted monthly by
294 chosen enterprises. These are the largest producers, that is,
those that have the largest realisation by industrial sections.

Classification of industrial products Iis based on the
Nomenclature of Industrial Products in BH 2005. (Official Gazette of
BH, No.19/06 from 20.03.2006) which is based on PRODCOM list
2005.

Weights

Weijghts used for calculating the Producer Price Index
present relative participation of chosen products in the total value of
Industrial products production on domestic market.

Main source of data for weights calculation is the Annual
Survey on Industrial Production IND-21 from 2006.

Scheme of wejghts is changed every five years, while each

year weights are corrected for the growth in prices occuring during that
year.

Aggregation

When calculating Producer Price Indices it is necessary to
calculate elementary indices on the level of products (EPI), which
represent ratios between current prices and the base price
(December of the previous year); then simple geometric mean of
these ratios.

From the elementary indices on the level of products we
calculate aggregate indices, that is, indices of dlass, division,
subsection, section, as well as the total index, using Laspeyres's
formula for weighted arithmetic mean.

Producer price index of industrial products

Producer Prices of industrial products in September 2009,
compared to August 2009, were on the average 0.1% lower,
compared to December 2008, 2.1% lower, and compared to
September 2008, 4.3% lower.

According to purpose of consumption in September
2009, compared to August 2009, prices of energy were on the
average 0.2% higher, prices of capital goods were on the average
1.0% lower, prices of intermediate goods were 0.3% lower, and
prices of consumer durables 0.1% lower, while prices of consumer
non-durables remained at the same level.

According to the industrial production  sections
(PRODCOM), in September 2009, compared to August 2009, prices
of the section (C) Mining and quarrying were on the average 1.2%
higher. Prices of the section (D) Manufacturing were 0.5% lower,
while prices of the section (E) Electricity, gas and water supply
remained at the same level.

10. LABOUR STATISTICS
WAGES BY EMPLOYEE

Data were obtained on the basis of Monthly statistical
report on employees and their wages (RAD-1). Presented are
monthly averages of gross and net wages per employee as well as
their nominal growth expressed in indices. Average net wages are
expressed in KM, and they present the quotient between total
paid net wages and number of employees concerned on which the
wages are considered.

Wages of workers cover salaries for work in full, less than
full and overtime work: payment from enterprise resources
(organizations-communities) for annual leave, national holidays,
paid leave up to 6 days, paid leave for vocational training, sick-
leave up to 120 days, etc.; payment from the resources of the
other organizations-communities for the time spent in military
training, civil defense, civil duties etc.; payments for earfier
months executed during the reporting month, payments by
periodical and annual account, irrespective to which period they
are related. Payments to workers from payments in debt of
material costs, are not covered.
