METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Sources of data

Data on minor and adult beneficiaries of social welfare, and
rendered forms, measures, and services of social welfare are collected
every year through the statistical report — Annual report on beneficiaries
and forms of social welfare (form SZ-1).

Data on heneficiaries are obtained through the reports submitted
by social welfare centres.

Data on child support, as a special form of child and adolescent
care, are collected every year through the statistical report — Annual report
on beneficiaries of child support (form DD). Data on number of beneficiaries
(employed, unemployed, pensioners and others) and number of children
receiving the child support were obtained through the report of the Public
Fund for Child Care.

Data on institutions for children and adolescents, disabled adults
and old persons, on enterprises for professional rehabilitation and social
welfare institutions are the result of regular statistical surveys conducted
every year. Data collection is carried out through the following reports:

- Institutions for children and adolescents (form SZ-20)

- Social welfare institutions for disabled children and mentally and
physically handicapped adolescents (form SZ -30)

- Social welfare institutions for disabled adults (form SZ-40)

- Social welfare institutions for adult persons (form SZ-52)

Data coverage

Data on beneficiaries and forms of social welfare, as well as
data on social welfare institutions, refer to the calendar year.

Data on number of beneficiaries of child support and number of
children who receive the support refer to the calendar year.

Data on mentally and physically handicapped children and
adolescents are presented as on 375t December.

SOCIAL WELFARE BENEFICIARIES

Social welfare beneficiary is every person who has used certain forms
and measures of social welfare and social work services, once or several
times during the reference year.

Beneficiaries are classified into two basic age groups — minor and adult
beneficiaries. Within these groups, subgroups of beneficiaries are given
by predominant handicap of an individual, i.e. his/her basic condition of
the social need.

Newly registered beneficiaries — persons registered for the first time in
a social welfare centre as persons in need of social welfare services,
during the reporting year.

Reactivated beneficiaries — persons who have become beneficiaries of
social welfare again, so their records became active again.

Passive — persons whose treatment has been completed during the
reference period (they have finished school, got job, died, efc.).

Situation at the end of the year (31t December) - beneficiaries
receiving one of the forms of social welfare or who have received one of
social welfare services during the year.

MINOR BENEFICIARIES

Minor beneficiaries disadvantaged by family
situation

Without both parents - children and adolescents whose both parents
have deceased.

Of unknown parents — children and adolescents of parents whose
identity cannot be ascertained (foundlings).

Abandoned by parents - children and adolescents of known parents
and parents’ residence, abandoned by parents who refuse to take care of
them, as well as children of known parents and of unknown parents’
residence, and other cases of parents abandoning children.

Children of parents prevented from performing parental duty due to
certain constraints such as imprisonment, prolonged treatment in
hospital, severe chronic disease, temporary employment abroad, working
incapability, etc.

Children of parents deprived of parental right — children and
adolescents of parents deprived of parental right by the decision of court.
Cases when only one parent is deprived of parental right are also
included in this category.

Coming from economically disadvantaged families — children and
adolescents whose parents cannot provide at least minimal financial or
social conditions for raising children, such as persons without a
permanent source of income, persons with minimal income per
household member, unemployed persons, persons with housing
problems, etc.

Coming from families with disturbed family relationships - children
and adolescents from families in which there are conflicts between family
members, quarrels, asperities, beating, molesting, absence of emotional
relationships and permanent incompatibility of relations, asocial,
pathological and criminal behaviour of family members (vagrancy, crime,
prostitution, alcohol or drug abuse, etc.) as well as parental indifference
and negligence.

Other minors disadvantaged by family situation — children of single
parents, children with financial, housing and other problems.

Physically and mentally handicapped minors

Physically handicapped minors are children and adolescents with
visual and hearing impairments, voice and speech impediments, physical
handicaps and multiple disabilities.

Mentally handicapped minors are children and adolescents with
mental disorders, and they are classified in accordance with the current
regulations on the registration and classification of such persons.

Minors with behavioural and personality
disorders

With asocial behaviour - children and adolescents inclined to
vagrancy, running away from home, indecent behaviour, prostitution,
alcohol abuse, fraud, etc.

Minor offenders under 14 years of age — children and adolescents who
have committed an offence or a criminal act and are not subject to legal
prosecution due to their age, as well as minor drug-addicts.

Mentally ill persons

Minor persons prone to various mental diseases.

Minor beneficiaries in need of different
social and protective services

Without specific category - children and adolescents who
cannot be classified into any specific category, children and adolescents
without health insurance, as well as children and adolescents being
rendered assistance in exercising certain rights.

ADULT BENEFICIARIES

Beneficiaries of subventions (for rent,
heating, funeral)

Physically and mentally disabled

With visual disorders — blind adults and adults with visual impairments.

With hearing disorders — deaf adults and adults with hearing
impairments.

Physically disabled - adults with permanent diseases (incurable or
long-lasting) which reduce their working capability.

Mentally disabled — adult persons with severe, less severe, moderate
and mild mental handicaps.

Other disabled persons - adults with other physical handicaps, adults
unable to work and unprovided for on other basis, adults with muscular
dystrophy, persons suffering from cerebral paralysis sequelae, persons
with multiple disorders, behavioural disorders, etc.

With combined disorders - persons with medical diagnosis of certain
mental or neurological disease (neurotics, psychotics, epileptics), etc.

Persons with socially unacceptable behaviour are
persons with asocial behaviour (vagrancy, beggary, prostitution, persons
inclined to criminal acts and offences, alcohol and drug abuse).

Mentally ill persons are persons prone to various mental
diseases.

Persons not having sufficient income to support
themselves, financially unprovided for

Persons financially unprovided for are persons able to work who do
not have finances for living or are unable to provide them on another
basis, under 65 (men), or under 60 (women) years of age.

Unable to work — persons completely and permanently unable to work,
without financial resources for living, who are under 65 (men), or 60
(women) years of age.

Old persons without family care — persons without children or any
other close relatives obliged to take care of them as well as persons
without resources for living (without property or any other regular income,
as well as persons owning a farm who are, due to old age and
weakness, unable to cultivate land and provide resources for life).

Chronically ill - blind, mentally ill, physically handicapped persons and
persons with chronic diseases.

Without specific category (others)

Persons with family problems, persons in divorce procedure and other
persons without specific category.

FORMS, MEASURES AND SERVICES OF SOCIAL WELFARE

Forms, measures or services refer to each case of welfare provided by a
centre of social welfare or social welfare service in accordance with the
legal acts and regulations from this field.

Data on forms, measures and services refer to the number of rendered,
that is used forms, measures and services in the reference period, not to
the number of persons. One person can be shown several times as a
beneficiary, i.e., as much times as it has used some of the forms,
measures and services during the reference year. If the same person
uses the same form, measure or service more than once, he/she is
covered only once. If a person uses several forms, measures or services,
he/she is covered by each form, measure or service.

FORMS OF SOCIAL WELFARE

Guardianship refers to each case of appointing a guardian to look
after the affairs of a minor or adult person deprived of working capability.

Adoption refers to each case of legal adoption.
Placement (assignment) in institution

Pre-school institutions — cases of accommodation expenses being
financed from social welfare funds or funds for protection of children.

Assignment to a social welfare institution refers to accommodation of
minor and adult beneficiaries in appropriate social welfare institutions
such as children’s homes, institutions for infants and young children, for
disabled children, for neglected children and adolescents, homes for the
aged and infirm, for retired persons, as well as institutions for adult
handicapped persons and shelter stations for minors and adults.

Foster care refers to consigning persons (children, adults, old persons) in
need of social protection to a family for dwelling, nourishment, upbringing
and care.

Assignment to a home for pupils and students, assignment to an institution
for children deprived of parental care, assignment to an institution for
rehabilitation and protection, assignment to other social welfare institutions,
as well as assignment to a home for old people are also modes of
placement in institutions, in the frame of forms of social welfare.

MEASURES OF SOCIAL WELFARE

Measures for minors referto engagement of a social welfare
centre in the implementation of upbringing measures imposed by court,
as well as measures implemented by the centre upon its own decision.

Assignment to school and vocational training
refers to engagement of a social welfare centre in the inclusion of minor
beneficiaries who have left school or have not been covered by regular
education, as well as inclusion of mentally and physically handicapped
children and adolescents in special education, i.e. vocational training.

Other measures are cases of rendering advice about problems
in upbringing and development of children, providing summer vacations
and rehabilitation financed from social welfare funds, covering health
insurance of uninsured persons, etc.

Assistance in vocational training and
employment refers to engagement of a social welfare centre in
employment of a beneficiary in an enterprise, as well as in preparation of
the new working environment to accept this person and in work with this
person in order to achieve his inclusion in this working environment. This
also covers employment on a temporary basis "at home", various
services, etc., as well as employment of disabled in protective workshops
(special working conditions adjusted to the level of working capability of a
disabled person).

Allowance for rehabilitation is money for inclusion of
mentally and physically handicapped children and adolescents and
disabled adults in vocational training or professional rehabilitation,
provided from funds of social welfare centres or social welfare services.

Allowances

Permanent allowance is money provided by social welfare centres or
municipal social welfare services, which is the only or supplemental
financial resource for persons in need of social welfare.

One-off allowance for persons specified in the Article 19 and
beneficiaries of other rights determined by this Law is paid off twice a
year at most for a household. This allowance cannot exceed the total
amount of five allowances determined in the Article, paragraph 1., line 1.,
except in cases requiring greater amount due to special circumstances.
The decision on the approval of such payment is made by an executive
of the body that determines this right.

Allowance for care rendered by other person is a special allowance
for persons requiring assistance of other person for satisfying their
existential needs.

Other forms of protection and services

Classification on the basis of diagnosis refers to cases of classifications
of mentally and physically handicapped children done by relevant
organisation, when there is no need for other form of protection.

Assistance in exercising certain rights refers to cases of rendering help
for regulation of pension rights, alimony, etc.

Assistance in solving issues concerning children of divorced parents or
parents in divorce procedure refers to giving opinions and suggestions to
the court about custody of children after divorce in cases when parents
have reached no agreement.

Care and other services rendered in dwelling refer to providing health
care in home for severely and less severely chronically diseased
persons, immobile and otherwise diseased persons, irrespective of their
financial condition.

Assistance in normalising marriage and family relationships is performed
regularly, through advisory methods and provision of professional
opinions of social, psychological, pedagogical, legal or other nature.
Here, issues about parents' rights to visit children during and after the
divorce, child recognition, and the like are included.

SOCIAL WELFARE INSTITUTIONS

Institutions for children and adolescents provide temporary or permanent
care, food, health care, upbringing, education and vocational training for
children and adolescents in need of such protection.

Social welfare institutions for mentally and physically handicapped
children and adolescents provide, depending on type and extent of
disability, temporary or permanent accommodation, care, upbringing,
education and training for work under special conditions.

Social welfare institutions for adult disabled persons are enterprises for
professional rehabilitation which provide vocational training and
employment of persons with impaired working capability. Employees of
such enterprises are disabled persons able to work in an enterprise or at
home (depending on type and extent of disability) and rehabilitating
persons - disabled persons attending vocational training or training for
new qualification.

Social welfare institutions for adult persons are homes for retired persons
and other adult persons, and social-geriatric centres which provide
temporary or permanent accommodation, food, nursing and health care
for adult persons without financial resources or family care, mentally or
physically disabled and therefore incapable of independent life and
without conditions required for help being rendered in their own family.

Basic material on social welfare statistics is prepared and
processed in the Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics.

The content of forms according to which the data processing is
carried out is prescribed by the Statistical Programme of Republika
Srpska.

This Bulletin contains information about social care
beneficiaries registered at centres for social work and social care
services at the municipalities that do not have a social work centre.
