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Data presented by this Release are preliminary data, provided
by the Labour Force Survey (LFS 2011).

Methodological assumptions of Survey are based at the
recommendations and definitions of the International Labour
Organization — ILO, and EUROSTAT requirements (European Statistical
Office), and thereby were obtained the international comparison of data
in field of the labour statistics.

Reference week is the period for which questions about economic
activity of population are asked. Period of April 4" to 107 2011 is the
reference week for Labour Force Survey, LFS 2011.

Working age population comprises all persons aged 15 years and
over.

Persons in employment are persons aged 15 years and over who in
the reference week:

— for payment in money or in kind did work for at least one hour,
irrespective of their formal status, or

— were not working, but had a job to return to.

Contingent of employed persons make: persons in paid employment
(persons in employment who are paid for their work in money or in kind),
self-employed persons (employers who run an enterprise and employ one
or more employees, as well as ownaccount workers who have no
employees); unpaid family workers (family members who work in the
family enterprises).

Unemployed persons are persons aged 15 years and over who:

— in the reference week did not do any activity for money or kind,

— during the four weeks period (reference week and three previous
weeks) had taken active steps to find a job or they had found a job and
will start to work in the near future;

— were available to start working within the next two weeks if the
Jjob would be offered to them.

Active population or labour force includes all employed and
unemployed persons.

Inactive population includes persons who in the reference week did
not work and those who during the four weeks period (reference week
and three previous weeks) had not undertaken any activities with the aim
of seeking for the job, as well as the persons who are not ready to start
working within the next two weeks if the job would be offered to them.
