activities of enterprises. Number of employees in industrial units of
non-inaustrial enterprises is also covered by these data.

Number of employees in industry in June 2010 compared to
the average monthly number of employees in 2009 was 4.9% lower,
compared to the same month of 2009 was 52% lower, while
compared to May 2010 was 0.7% higher.
