In 2012, Public Prosecutor’s Offices in Republika Srpska
resolved 353 reports (charges) on perpetrated criminal offences for
Juvenile persons, which was by 63.4% more than in 2011. However,
in 66.0% of cases, preparatory procedure was not initiated at all.

In the same period, 66 decisions (charges) were made,
which was by 35.3% less than last year. Out of the total number of
the accused, criminal sanction was imposed for 77.3% of juvenile
persons. The remaining 22.7% of decisions referred to proceaure
termination.

There were 51 criminal sanctions imposed, same as last
Yyear. Out of these, 98.0% were educational-correctional measures,
and 2.0% were juvenile imprisonment sentences.

The most common were criminal offences against property.
Out of the total number of solved criminal charges, 75.1% referred
to property. For accused persons this percentage was 71.2%, and
for convicted persons 66.7%.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS
Sources and methods of data collection

Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics publishes data on
reported, accused and convicted juvenile persons in Republika
Srpska, in accordance with the Law on Statistics of Republika Srpska
(“Official Gazette of Republika Srpska”, No.85/03).

Data were obtained through two statistical reports:
Questionnaire for fjuvenile person for whom report on perpetrated
criminal offence was completed (Form SK-3) and Questionnaire for
Juvenile person against whom criminal procedure was legally
terminated (Form SK-4).

Statistical reports are completed and submitted by Public
Prosecutor’s Offices and by basic and district courts in Republika
Srpska, upon completion of criminal procedures, that is, upon first-
instance final verdicts.

Coverage

This statistical survey covers all reported, accused and
convicted juvenile persons in Republika Srpska.

Definitions

criminal offence is an unlawful act violating or threatening
protected rights, which is, due to its dangerousness, designated as a
criminal offence in the Law, and a criminal sanction is prescribed for
it.

Juvenile perpetrator of a criminal offence is a person
who, at the time of the offence perpetration, completed 14 years of
age, but still did not complete 18 years of age, and against whom
procedure on criminal charge was either terminated or not initiatedq,
or for whom a proposal to impose sanctions was submitted. The
procedure was legally ended by a decision either to terminate the
procedure against the juvenile, to impose security measures without
imposing sanctions, or to impose a sanction.

Younger juvenile is a juvenile who, at the time of the
offence perpetration, completed 14 years of age, but still did not
complete 16 years of age, and against whom only security measures
or educational-correctional measures may be imposed.

Older juvenile is a juvenile who, at the time of the offence
perpetration, completed 16 years of age, but still did not complete 18
Yyears of age, and against whom criminal sanctions may be imposed.

Younger adult person is a person who, at the time of the
offence perpetration, completed 18 years of age, but still did not
complete 21 years of age, and whose development was not on the
level necessary for the person to be considered adult, and against
whom criminal sanctions may be imposed.

Reported person is a juvenile perpetrator of a criminal
offence for whom a report on perpetrated criminal offence was
completed, by a decision not to initiate the procedure, to terminate
the preparatory procedure or to submit a proposal to impose
sanctions.

Accused person is a juvenile perpetrator of a criminal
offence for whom a decision was made to terminate the procedure
against juvenile person, to impose a security measure without
imposing criminal sanctions, or to impose a criminal sanction.

Convicted person is a juvenile perpetrator of a criminal
offence, against whom a criminal sanction was imposed (educational-
correctional measure or juvenile imprisonment).
