In 2012, Public Prosecutors Offices in Bosnia and
Herzegovina resolved 12 448 criminal charges filed against adults,
which was a decrease by 5.5% in comparison with 2011. Out of the
total number of charges, 28.2% referred to unknown perpetrators.

In the same period, 4 717 persons were accused, which was
an increase 6.6% compared to 2011, while 4 294 persons were
convicted, which was an increase by 5.5% compared to last year. In
the total number of convicted persons, 93,4% of cases were court
verdicts against male perpetrators.

Criminal  offences against property were the most
represented. Participation of property crime in the total number of
reported persons was 47.4%, for accused persons this percentage
was 34.1%, and for convicted persons 34.8%.

The most represented criminal sanctions was: conditional
sentence with the participation of 53.7%, followed by fine with 21.9%
and imprisonment with 19.5%.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Sources and methods of data collection

Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics publishes data on
reported, accused and convicted persons in Republika Srpska in
accordance with the Law on Statistics of Republika Srpska (“Official
Gazette of Republika Srpska”, No.85/03).

Data were obtained through two statistical reports:
Questionnaire for adult person for whom report on perpetrated
criminal offence was completed (Form SK-1) and Questionnaire for
accused adult person against whom criminal procedure was legally
terminated (Form SK-2).

Statistical reports are completed and submitted by Public
Prosecutor’s Offices and by basic and district courts in Republika
Srpska, upon completion of criminal procedures, that is, upon first-
instance final verdicts.

Coverage

This statistical survey covers all reported, accused and
convicted adults in Republika Srpska.

Definitions

Criminal offence is an unlawful act violating or threatening
protected rights, which is, due to its dangerousness, designated as a
criminal offence in the Law, and a criminal sanction is prescribed for
it.

Adult perpetrator of a criminal offence is a person who,
at the time of the offense perpetration, was 18 years old and against
whom procedure on criminal charge was terminated (including
persons against whom procedure based on a private lawsuit was
conducted).

Reported person - known perpetrator /s an aadult
perpetrator of a criminal offence against whom procedure was
terminated by one of the following decisions. order issued or decision
passed not to conduct investigation, investigation interrupted or
terminated, or indictment filed.

Reported person - unknown perpetrator is a person
against whom a criminal charge was filed to a Public Prosecutor’s
Office, and who remained unknown one year from the charge
submission date.

Accused person is an adult person against whom an
Indictment, a complaint or a private lawsuit was filed to a court, and
against whom a procedure was legally ended by a decision of the
court either to terminate the procedure, to dismiss or refect the
charge, to acquit the person of the charge, to impose a safety
measure, or to pronounce the person guilty.

Convicted person is an adult person who was found guilty
of a criminal offence and on whom one of the criminal sanctions was
imposed  (imprisonment, fine, conditional sentence, community
service, judicial admonition), or a person who was found guilty and
released from punishment.
