Quarterly Gross domestic product is calculated using
the production approach, in current and constant prices. The
calculation is performed at the level of divisions and sections
of the Classification of Activities based on the Nace Rev 1.1,
and it represents a sum of gross value added of all activities
of total economy minus financial intermediation services
indirectly measured (FISIM) and plus net taxes (taxes and
services on products minus subsidies on products). Quarterly
data are based on the same principles and definitions as
annual data, that is, on the methodological basis of the
System of National Accounts of 1993 and the European
System of Accounts of 1995, as well as on manuals of the
International Monetary Fund and Eurostat.

For the calculation of quarterly GDP the method of
extrapolation on output and intermediate consumption was
used. Main sources of data are results of monthly and
quarterly branch statistics (agriculture, industry, construction,
trade, hotels and restaurants, transport, data on wages and
employees, prices statistics, external statistics) and
administrative sources of data (quarterly financial reports of
enterprises, Ministry of Finance of Republika Srpska, Banking
Agency of Republika Srpska, Insurance Agency of Republika
Srpska).

Harmonisation of quarterly and annual data is carried
out each year upon the publishing of annual data, using the
proportional Denton method (by minimising absolute
differences through relative adjustment of quarterly data —
current quarter compared to the previous), in order to
achieve consistency of quarterly and annual series of data,
with the sum of values of the four quarters being equal to
the value obtained through the annual calculation.

Seasonal adjustment is a process of decomposition of
time series, used to remove the effects of seasonal
fluctuations on their trends. The programme DEMETRA+,
method TRAMO/SEATS, was used.

Calculations for quarters of the current year are prone
to changes to the moment of the publishing of annual data
and their harmonisation with quarterly data.
