At the end of the school year 2015/2016, there were 10,861 pupils who
completed school, namely 1,498 pupils fewer than at the end of the school year
2014/2015, which represented a decrease by 12.1%. Percentage ratio of male and
female pupils who completed school was 52.0% male and 48.0% female.

During the school year 2015/2016, the number of pupils who changed
school was 372 and this number decreased by 1.1% compared to the previous school
year. The most common reason for the change of school was departure to another
school in Republika Srpska, namely 61.8% if expressed in percentages.

During the school year 2015/2016, there were 306 pupils who discontinued
schooling, which represented an increase by 10.8% compared to the school year
2014/2015. In vocational technical schools, schooling was discontinued by 141 pupils,
while 138 pupils of vocational schools discontinued schooling.

Poor results at school were the most common reason for discontinuing
school, namely 50%.
