Data presented in this release are obtained on the basis of
the Report on areas and plantations at the end of spring sowing (PO-
22). Data on sown areas refer to the state as of 31% May each year
and they are collected for legal entities and their units, and for
individual agricultural households separately. Legal entities submit
data based on book-keeping and other records, while municipal
component professional services are doing estimations for individual
agricultural households.

Total sown areas at the end of spring sowing in Republika
Srpska for 2009 amount to 323 495 hectares, which is 7.3% less
when compared to 2008. In the individual sector, 311 892 hectares,
or 6.9% hectares less than in 2008, were sown, and in the sector of
legal entities 11 603 hectares, or 16.9% less when compared to
2008. In the structure of sown areas, cereals are represented with
66.8%, fodder crops with 21.2%, vegetables crops 10.2%, and
findustrial crops with 1.3%.
