1. NPOV3BOAHA JEOHOAHEBHNX MUITNRA
PRODUCTION OF DAY-OLD CHICKS

Compared to the average monthly production realised in 2015, the number
of day-old chicks produced in hatcheries in September 2016 was 13.7% higher.
Compared to the same month of the previous year, the number of hatched day-old
chicks increased by 7.0% in September of the current year, while compared to the
previous month the production increased by 16.9%. In the period January —
September 2016, the production of day-old chicks increased by 0.6% compared to
the same period of the previous year.

Data published in this release were obtained through the “Monthly report on
activities of hatcheries” for September 2016 (PO-J-M). The collection of data for this
survey is carried out using the reporting method. Reporting units are all business
entities and entrepreneurs that used hatcheries during the reporting month to produce
day-old chicks. Aggregate data are published in this release.

Utility laying chicks are chicks intended to be raised with a view to the
production of eggs for consumption.

Utility meat chicks are chicks intended to be fattened and slaughtered before
reaching sexual maturity.
