Monthly gross and net wages by employee and their
nominal growth expressed by indexes are shown in this report.
The average net wages are expressed in KM, and they present
the quotient between total paid net wages and number of
employees on which the wages are considered. Data were
obtained on the basis of Monthly statistical report on employee
and their wages (RAD-1).

Wages of workers cover salaries for work in full, less
than full and overtime work: payment from enterprise resources
(organizations - communities) for annual leave, national holidays,
paid leave till 6 days, paid leave for vocational training, sick-leave
up to 120 days, etc.; payment from the resources of the other
organizations-communities for the time spend in military training,
civil defense, civil duties etc.; payments for earlier months
executed during the reporting month, payments by periodical
and annual account, irrespective to which period they are
related. There are not covered payments to workers from
payments in debt of material costs.
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
