Social protection accounted for 22.2% of the Gross domestic product of
Republika Srpska in 2013, and 23.0% in 2014.

The most frequent receipts in social protection were social contributions,
accounting for 67.4% of the total social protection receipts in 2013, and 65.4% in
2014. Contributions of the Government and local self-government units of Republika
Srpska accounted for 27.6% in 2013 and 30.5% in 2014.

In 2013, 95.4% of the total social protection benefits was allocated to social
protection benefits, and 94.3% in 2014. By type of social benefits, cash benefits were
the most frequent ones. In 2013, 63.3% was allocated to cash benefits, and 64.2% in
2014. Majority of benefits in cash and benefits in kind was non means-tested, namely
97.1% both in 2013 and in 2014.

By social protection function, the largest share of social benefits was spent
to relieve the financial burden of sickness risk. In 2013, 34.3% was allocated to benefits
for health care purposes, and 33.3% in 2014. For benefits for the function Old age,
27.6% was allocated in 2013 and 28.6% in 2014. The smallest share of resources was
allocated to the function Housing, namely 0.5% in 2013 and 0.8% in 2014.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS
Sources and methods of data collection

The Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics publishes data on social
protection in Republika Srpska for 2013 and 2014, in accordance with the Law on
Statistics of Republika Srpska (“Official Gazette of Republika Srpska”, No.85/03).

Coverage

The ESSPROS is a harmonized system that serves as an instrument of the
analysis and comparison of financial flows of social protection. Objectives of the
ESSPROS are to provide a comprehensive description of benefits in social protection.

Definitions

Social protection encompasses all interventions from public or private
bodies intended to relieve households and individuals of the burden of a defined set of
risks or needs, provided that there is neither a simultaneous reciprocal or an individual
arrangement involved (intervention where the recipient of social protection is obliged to
provide simultaneously something of equivalent value in exchange).

Risks or needs in the ESSPROS are expressed in this methodology as
functions of the social protection scheme and are listed below.

Sickness/Health care — implies income maintenance and support in cash in
connection with physical or mental illness, excluding disability. Health care is intended
to maintain, restore or improve the health of the people protected irrespective of origin
of the disorder.

Disability - implies support in cash or kind (except health care) in connection
with the inability of physically or mentally disabled people to engage in economic and
social activities.

Old age - implies income maintenance and support in cash or kind (except
health care) in connection with old age.

Survivors - implies income maintenance and support in cash or kind in
connection with the death of a family member.

Family/Children — implies support in cash or kind (except health care) in
connection with the costs of pregnancy, childbirth and adoption, bringing up children
and caring for other family members.

Unemployment — implies income maintenance and support in cash or kind
in connection with unemployment.

Housing — implies help towards the cost of housing..

Social exclusion not elsewhere classified — implies benefits in cash or
kind (except health care) specifically intended to combat social exclusion where they
are not covered by one of the other functions.

Function of social protection refers to the primary purpose for which social
protection is provided, irrespective of legislative or institutional provisions.

Observation unitis the social protection scheme. According to the
definition, social protection scheme is a distinct body of rules, supported by one or
more institutional units, governing the provision of social protection benefits and their
financing. Social protection schemes should at all times meet the condition that it must
be possible to draw up a separate account of receipts and expenditures. Preferably,
social protection schemes are structured in such a way that they provide protection
against a single risk or need and cover a single specific group of beneficiaries. Social
protection schemes have the same residence as the institutional units that manage
them.

Expenditures of social protection schemes are classified by type, which
indicates the nature of, or reason for, the expenditure. The types of expenditures are
the following: social benefits, administration costs, transfers to other schemes and
other expenditure.

Social benefits, as the most extensive social protection expenditure, consist
of transfers, in cash or in kind, by social protection schemes to households and
individuals to relieve them of the burden of a defined set of risks or needs. Social
benefits are broken down in non means-tested and means-tested benefits. Social
benefits refer exclusively to cash payments, reimbursements and directly provided
goods and services.

Administration costs means the costs charged to the scheme for
management and administration thereof.

Transfers to other schemes means unrequited payments made to other
social protection schemes.

Re-routed social contributions are payments that a social protection
scheme makes to another scheme in order to maintain or accrue the rights of its
protected people to social protection from the recipient scheme.

Other expenditure means miscellaneous expenditure by social protection
schemes.

Receipts of social protection schemes are classified in the ESSPROS
Core System by type and origin. The type indicates the nature of, or reason for, a
payment; the origin specifies the institutional sector from which the payment is
received. The types of receipts are the following: social contributions, contributions of
the Government and local self-government units of Republika Srpska, transfers from
other schemes and other receipts. Institutional sectors from which receipts of social
protection schemes originate are the following: corporations, general government,
households, non-profit institutions serving households, rest of the world.

Social contributions means the costs incurred by employers on behalf of
their employees or by protected persons to secure entitlement to social benefits.

Contributions of the Government and local self-government units of
Republika Srpska are costs to general government of running government-controlled
non-contributory schemes, and financial support provided by general government to
other resident social protection schemes.

Transfers from other schemes means unrequited payments received from
other social protection schemes, which primarily include social contributions re-routed
from other schemes.

Other receipts include miscellaneous current receipts of social protection
schemes.
