Slight increase in number of live births

Total number of live births in Republika Srpska in 2016 was 9,452, out of
which 4,931 were boys and 4,521 were girls. Compared to 2015, there were 95 live
births more in 2016. In the period 2002-2015, the number of live births in Republika
Srpska was decreasing. In the given period, the number of live births has been
decreasing on the average by 213 each year.

Women postpone giving birth

Average age of mother at birth of the first child in Republika Srpska was 26.9
years, which was 0.3 years more than in 2015. Data indicate that women postpone
giving birth, thus the age of mother at birth has been increasing.

Total average age of mother at birth in the EU-28, according to the latest
available data provided by Eurostat (2015), was 30.5, while in Republika Srpska this
age in 2016 was 28.8 years.

Out of the total number of live births, approximately 81.4% were children born to
mothers between 20 and 34 years of age. Birth order remained at almost the same
level recorded in 2015. Approximately 46.6% of mothers who gave birth in 2016 gave
birth to their first child, 37.3% to the second child, while approximately 16.2% of mothers
gave birth to the third child or more. Approximately 62.7% of mothers gave hirth to their
first child between the ages of 20 and 29, approximately 67.1% of second child births
were given by mothers between the ages of 25 and 34, while approximately 87.8% of
mothers who gave birth to their third child were those in the age group between 25 and
39 years of age.

Number of live births outside marriage decreased slightly compared to
the previous year

In Republika Srpska, share of live births outside marriage in the total number
of live births decreased by approximately 0.2% in comparison with the previous year.
Observing the total number of live births outside marriage, 86.9% of parents who got
children lived together.

Decrease in number of stillbirths

In comparison with the previous year, the total number of stillbirths was
approximately 11.7% lower. The highest value of stillbirth rate was the one recorded
in 2001, and it was 5.6%., while in 2011 it decreased to 3%.. In 2016, stillbirth rate
amounted to 1.6%o.

OVERVIEW OF DEATHS IN THE PERIOD 1998-2016
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Decrease in number of deaths

In Republika Srpska, 13,970 persons died in 2016, out of which 7,198 were
male and 6,772 female. In comparison with 2015, there were 1,089 deaths fewer in
Republika Srpska. The highest number of deaths occurred in the period January-
March 2016, namely 28.1%, while the lowest number was that recorded in the
period June - August, namely 22.2%.

Men live shorter than women

Average age at death for men in 2016 was 71.0, while for women this age
was 76.9. Since 2010, total average age at death increased by 1.7 years. In
comparison with 2015, average age at death for women and men recorded a slight
increase. Observing the total number of deaths, one in four deceased persons was
under the age of 65.

23 deaths of children under one year of age

There were three infant deaths fewer in comparison with the previous year,
with 17 boys and 6 girls who deceased in 2016. Approximately 69.5% of deaths
occurred during the first 10 days after birth. In 2016, the rate of infant deaths was
2.4%. According to the latest available data provided by Eurostat (2015), the rate of
infant deaths in the EU-28 was 3.6%.. Thus, the rate of infant deaths in Republika
Srpska in 2016 was lower than the rate of infant deaths recorded in the EU-28.

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Diseases of the circulatory system — main cause of death

Main cause of death in Republika Srpska were diseases of the circulatory
system. Out of the total number of deaths, 49.5% were due to this type of diseases.
Percentage of women who died due to diseases of the circulatory system was 8.2%
higher than that of men. The next most frequent cause of death were tumors, with
21.1% of deaths in Republika Srpska being caused by them. Percentage of men who
died due to tumors was 18.0% higher than that of women.

Violent deaths

In Republika Srpska, in comparison with the previous year, a decrease by
12.0% was recorded in number of violent deaths. The total number of homicides was
17, while there were 205 suicides and 235 accidents. In the total number of violent
deaths, men participated with 75.8%. Approximately 84.9% of suicides occurred in
the age group of persons older than 45 years of age.

Natural increase

Since 2002, natural increase in Republika Srpska has been negative, while
its highest negative value was the one recorded in 2015 - 4.0%. A continued
decrease in natural increase indicates a growing number of deaths and a lower
number of live births. In comparison with 2015, natural increase rate was 0.1%o
higher.

Reporting units for the collection of statistical data on births and deaths are
registration offices in Republika Srpska.

Definitions and explanations

Natural increase represents the difference between number of live births and
number of deaths.

General natality rate represents the ratio between number of live births and
population estimate in the referent year.

General mortality rate represents the ratio between number of deaths and
population estimate in the referent year.

General natural increase rate represents the difference between natality and
mortality rates in the referent year.

Infant mortality rate represents the number of deaths of children under 1 year of
age per 1 000 live births in the referent year.

General stillbirth rate represents the number of stillbirths per 1 000 live births in the
referent year.

Average age of mother represents the average age of mother at childbirth.

Average age of deceased persons represents the average age at death.
