In 2017 there were 8,034 active enterprises and 18,048 entrepreneurs
operating commercially, out of which 34.5% were from the section Wholesale and retail
trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles, while the structure of employed
persons shows that out of 180 thousand employed persons, 40.5% were engaged in
industrial sections.

The highest labour costs per employee were those of enterprises and
entrepreneurs in the section Electricity, gas, steam and air-conditioning supply with
25,454 KM and in Information and communication with 23,915 KM, while the lowest
ones were those in the section Accommodation and food service activities, 8,290 KM.

In the production of value added at factor costs, the highest share was that of
enterprises and entrepreneurs in the section Manufacturing 24.1%, followed by
Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles 21.5%, while
Electricity, gas, steam and air-conditioning supply participated with 9.3%.

The highest value added per person employed, as a measure of labour
productivity, was achieved in the section Information and communication with
67,998 KM, followed by Real estate activities with 67,816 KM, and Arts, entertainment
and recreation with 64,493 KM.

The profitability rate as the average gross operating rate of the non-financial
business economy in Republika Srpska in 2017 was 13.6%. The highest profitability
rates were achieved in the section Real estate activities 55.0%, Arts, entertainment
and recreation 36.5% , and Information and communication with 36.3%.

This release presents main annual Structural Business indicators for non-

financial business economy of Republika Srpska.

The release contains main structural variables and indicators obtained through
the Annual reports on Structural Business statistics for 2017. In 2017, the Structural
Business statistics survey covered enterprises and entrepreneurs from sections
Industry (B, C, D and E), Construction (F), Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor
vehicles and motorcycles (G) and of Non-financial Services (H, |, J, L, M, N, P, Q, R
and S), in accordance with the Classification of Economic Activities KD BiH 2010.
Section R was introduced for the first time into the coverage of Structural Business
Statistics in this observation year and it covers enterprises and entrepreneurs from the
private (profit) sector.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Methodology used for the survey Structural Business Statistics
implementation is harmonised with the European statistical standards, and its content is
stipulated in the basic EU Regulation 295/2008 and in the implementation regulations
250/2009, 251/2009 and 275/2010.

Data on Structural Business Statistics are the result of the statistical
processing of Annual reports on Structural Business Statistics and Annual financial
statements of active enterprises as well as estimates of active entrepreneurs, operating
commercially with headquarters on the territory of Republika Srpska.

Data on entrepreneurs® are estimated by number of persons employed, using the
method of regression and correlation analysis.

Since 2017, results of Structural Business Statistics have been produced
based on the directly collected data for enterprises with 20 or more persons employed,
based on the Annual financial statements for enterprises with less than 20 persons
employed, and based on estimated using data provided by the Tax Administration of
Republic of Srpska for entrepreneurs. The survey frame is based on Statistical Business
Register data.

Data obtained through the Structural Business Survey are used for the
analysis of structure of enterprises and entrepreneurs by activity and of structure of
factors used in production process, for the analysis of business profit and losses and
competitiveness, as well as for the analysis of development of business operations at
regional and international levels. Also, Structural Business Statistics data represent
important inputs for the estimates and calculation of macroeconomic aggregates in the
National Accounts, for calculation of weights used for the calculation of indices in short-
term statistics, as well as for data updating in the Statistical Business Register.

Definitions of variables

Size of enterprises and entrepreneurs is determined by the number of
employees and based on this classification enterprises and entrepreneurs can be
small, medium and large. Small ones employ between 0 and 49 persons a year on
average, medium ones employ between 50 and 249 persons, while large ones employ
250 or more people. For statistical purposes, in order to present the data on size of
enterprises and entrepreneurs, the classification based on the number of employees is
used.

Number of enterprises and entrepreneurs covers entities from the Statistical
Business Register in the population which is subject to observation, which operated
commercially and were active for at least a part of the reference year (with either realised
turnover or with employees). Temporarily inactive (quiescent) and actually inactive
enterprises and entrepreneurs are excluded.

Number of employees covers persons who are employed on a temporary or
permanent basis, working full or part time. Number of employees includes seasonal
workers, apprentices and people working from home, and persons on strike or on short-
term leave. This number does not cover persons on long-term leave. Employees are
paid by the employer for performed work, and payments can be in the form of a wage,
salary, fee, gratuity, piecework pay or remuneration in kind.

Number of persons employed includes number of employees and unpaid
employed persons such as proprietors, partners, family members, volunteers, efc.

Turnover covers calculated revenues from sale of own products, revenues from
provided services and revenues from sale of goods for resale, during the reference
period. Calculation of turnover includes all accrual taxes, except VAT and excise.

Value added at factor costs is given as the gross amount (without depreciation
deduction), calculated by adding subsidies to production value at basic prices, and
subtracting product and production tax costs and value of intermediate consumption
from it.

Personnel costs are defined as total compensation of employees during the
reference period, in money or in kind. These consist of gross wages and salaries, and
other personnel costs having the character of personal income.

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Definitions of indicators

Turnover per person employed is obtained by dividing total turnover by total
number of persons employed. This indicator expresses the enterprise and
entrepreneur's selling capacity from a specific activity.

Value added per person employed is a basic indicator for labour
productivity measuring. This indicator shows the amount of value added produced
per person employed.

Share of value added in turnover is obtained by dividing total value added
by total achieved turnover.

Labour costs per employee show the average costs of employees in certain
activities and these are obtained by dividing total labour costs by number of
employees, that is, by number of persons who were paid for performed work.

Profitability rate (gross operating rate) represents percentage share of
gross operating surplus in turnover. This indicator shows earning capacity of
enterprises and entrepreneurs or of certain activity.
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
